The PC/CAPTURE main screen is shown above. The status of the program is displayed in red in the

upper right hand corner of the PC/CAPTURE main window. There are six possible states for the program:
e IDLE - Currently not collecting data and not connected to the register.

(A message is displayed if the text
is not located anywhere in the file.) To find the next location of the text, click Find Next. This begins
searching the line below the current location of the cursor. Clicking Find All will find all locations of the
text in the file.

Selecting Print opens up the printer selection window and will print the current file.

Close

The Close button closes the Electronic Journal View section of the program and displays the main
PC/CAPTURE Collection window again.

Maximum File Size

The above message is displayed when the file currently in use reaches a maximum size of approximately
800 KB. The file in use is then closed and a new file is created and opened to continue saving the data
from the register.

Default File Location

The default file location for capture files is in the same directory as the executable. If the executable is
actually located ON the desktop all default capture files will be on the desktop also.
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
